1. Submission of Tender: Tenders should be uploaded in two Parts i.e. “Technical Bid” (Part-A)

and “Price Bid” (Part-B).

2. Technical Bid (Part-A): In this bid, the bidder shall uploaded the following:

a. Covering letter on Company letter head.

b. Copies of PAN Number, GST Registration Number

c. Copies of work orders and completion certificates of similar type of works executed

successfully during the last 7 years as on 31st Dec 2018 in Govt., Public sector,
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Autonomous body or reputed public Itd. company, with at least one work of value not
less than Rs. 12.80 lakh or two similar works each of value not less than Rs. 8.0 lakhs or
three similar works each of value not less than Rs. 6.40 lakh.
d. Tender Acceptance Letter duly signed & stamped by the bidder.
e. Detailed technical specifications/ leaflets of all the items of the system offered.
g. Certificate/Undertaking of site visit.

(Note - All documents uploaded by the bidder should be self-attested along with stamp).

3. Price Bid (Part-B): In this bid, the bidder is required to quote his item rates in the Schedule of
Rates in accordance with the scope of work, terms & conditions & technical specifications
enclosed. The rates/price quoted by contractor should be all inclusive i.e. should include all
material cost, labour, services, plant / machinery/tools & tackles, ladders & scaffolding required
for execution of work, freight, Insurance (except CGST, SGST, IGST which are payable
separately as quoted in price bid) and all applicable Govt. Duties, levies & taxes, transport/cartage
of materials/labour and all other expenses not specifically mentioned but reasonably implied.
Nothing over and above these rates shall be payable to contractor. Further nothing extra in rates
will be considered for any variations in tender quantities or due to any site difficulties. It is
mandatory for bidder to quote all items rate as asked for in the Schedule of Rates. Failure in not
filling some item rates will lead to rejection of tender. The bidders should quote unconditional
rates.

4. Earnest Money Deposit: An earnest money of Rs.32,000/-has to be deposited at IUAC
before the tender opening date and time. The EMD shall be only in the form of Bank Draft in
favor of Inter-University Accelerator Centre, payable at New Delhi. No Cheque/Cash shall be
accepted as EMD. The refund of EMD to all other bidders except the lowest bidder shall be made
within 15 days from the date of opening of price bid. The refund of EMD of the successful bidder
shall be made after completion of works and acceptance of system by IUAC.

5. Exemption from EMD: Units registered with National Small Scale Industries Corporation
(NSIC) are exempted from payment of EMD, subjected to:

. The unit being registered with NSIC for the items tendered.
. Self attested copy of valid NSIC registration Certificate is enclosed.
. Photocopy of application for registration at NSIC or for renewal of NSIC will not be

acceptable. Such offers will be treated as offers received without EMD.

6. Validity of Tender: Tender shall be valid for our acceptance without any change in rates and
NIT conditions for a period of 90 days from the date of opening of price bid.

7. Escalation: No escalation over and above items rates quoted by the bidder shall be paid
during the execution of contract.

8.  Performance Bank Guarantee: The successful bidder has to submit a performance bank
guarantee of an amount equal to 5% of total contract value valid for 18 months within a
period of 15 days from the date of issue of LOI, failing which LOI shall be deemed to be
canceled and EMD of the bidder shall be forfeited.

9. Completion time: The time shall be the essence of this contract and entire work as detailed
in scope of works is to be completed in all respect within a period of 60 days from the date
of issue of Purchae Order. Any delay in completing the work for reasons attributable to the
Contractor is liable for liquidated damages as per clause 18 of NIT. However under the
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force-majure conditions or delay due to reasons beyond control of the bidder, [UAC may
grant suitable time extension for which the contractor has to request along with the
justification/ reasons well in advance to the Director, IUAC for approval without any
prejudice to price escalation. No time extension request shall be considered after the expiry
of completion period of contract. The decision of the Director will be final and binding on
the bidder/contractor.

Scope of Work: Detailed scope of work, terms and conditions, technical specifications, list
of approved makes etc. are enclosed with this NIT as Part-II: Scope of Work Special
Conditions & Technical Specifications.

Deviations : No deviation from the stipulated commercial terms and conditions will be
allowed. Tenders should be unconditional.

Site Conditions : Bidder shall acquaint himself fully with the site conditions and the working
environment of the IUAC before quoting his rates by visiting the site on any working day
during normal office hours. The bidder shall also submit a Certificate/Undertaking as per
attached format regarding the site visit. No compensation on account of any site difficulties
will be entertained at a later date after award of works. Arrangement for site visit can be
made by contacting at joseph@jiuac.res.in OR kamudh@iuac.res.in well in advance before
the due date of submission of tender. No claim for extension of time shall be entertained in
this regard.

Correspondence : All the correspondence in respect of tender/contractual obligation shall be
made to A.O.(S&P), Inter-University Accelerator Centre, Aruna Asaf Ali Marg, New
Delhi-110067.

Terms of Payment : The payment shall be made on submission of the bills by the bidder
and after due certification by the [UAC person responsible for supervision of the work in
following manner:-

1) 90% Payment will be released on delivery, installation, testing and commissioning
of all parts of the CCTV System up to the satisfaction of [UAC Engineers.

i1) Balance 10% Payment will be released after installation, testing and commissioning
and furnishing of an additional performance bank guarantee of an amount equal to
5% of final bill amount valid for the guarantee period.

Guarantee/Defect liability period: The bidder should guarantee for the works/items
executed/supplied by him free from the manufacturing/engineering defects and bad
material/workmanship for a period of 365 days from the date of acceptance by IUAC.
During this period if any replacement of items and/or repairs/rectification is needed, he shall
replace or rectify the same free of cost.

Labour Laws: The bidder will abide by all the rules and regulations related to labour laws,
accidents, Workman Compensation Act, workmen insurance, ESI, PF etc. This will be the
sole responsibility of the bidder. IUAC will not be a party at any stage in any of the disputes
relating to the above. In case any liability arises due to non-conformance of any issues by
the bidder, under no circumstances IUAC will be liable for the same.

Rules governing the bidder's manpower working in the IUAC premises: The bidder's
employees working inside the TUAC campus will abide by the instructions which is
furnished to them by Engineer in-charge from time to time. Any damage to the IUAC
property due to mishandling, carelessness on the contractor's or his workmen's part will be
recoverable from the contractor's bills.

Liquidated damages: In case the work is delayed beyond the specified completion period
for reasons attributable to the contractor, deductions on account of liquidated damages @
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1.0 % per week will be made subject to a maximum of 10% of the final bill/ contract value
awarded by IUAC. However, in case the works are delayed beyond the scheduled
completion/ contract period, IUAC reserves the right to get the work done by any other
agency at the risk and cost of the bidder and amount to this affect will be deductible from
bidder’s bills/dues with an additional amount @ 15% as departmental charges.

Quantity variation in ordered and executed quantity of works : IUAC reserves the right
to decrease the quantity of all / any item as per site requirement. However, any increase in
quantity of any/all items as per site requirement up to 25% of ordered quantity the tenderer
has to execute the same without any change in prices. Quantities in the tender are estimated
quantities. Quantities required are to be assessed by the contractor after award of work and
before procurement. Payment shall be made for the actual quantity used in the work.

Extra or substituted item: If any extra or substituted item appears in the work, contractor
shall submit its rate analysis supported with documents which shall be approved by IUAC.
If required, [UAC can make its own analysis based on DSR document of CPWD or based
on market rates for determining item rate and pay to contractor accordingly.

Right of The Director IUAC: The Director, [UAC reserves the right to accept or reject
any tender without assigning any reason and does not bind himself to accept the lowest
tender.

All the persons deployed by the contractor at [IUAC site will have to carry valid gate passes,
which will be issued after submission of their bio-data in desired format by the contractor.
Any negligence/offense on their part will attract immediate removal of person(s) from site.

Watch and ward of all material shall be the sole responsibility of the contractor till the
system is taken over by IUAC and pilferage etc. shall be entirely to his account .

. All the employees of the contractor working at our site will have to be covered under

insurance against any personal accident and IUAC will not be liable for payment of any
compensation on that account.

The works shall be carried out as per the norms set by the manufacturer of respective
equipment/material, specification and specific instructions as may be issued by the [UAC
Engineer responsible for work from time to time.

During execution of work the bidder should follow all standard norms of safety
measures/precautions to avoid accident/damages to persons, machines and buildings. On
non-adherence of this clause, suitable fines as decided by the Director IUAC shall be
imposed.

Manpower deployed by the bidder at our site for carrying out contracted works is strictly
prohibited being associated with any other works in the campus.

No material belonging to the bidder whether consumable or non-consumable should be
brought inside the IUAC campus with out a valid Challan & proper entry at the [UAC
main gate nor any material should be taken out without proper gate pass issued by the
Centre.

IUAC will provide free water and electricity during installation work at [IUAC at one point.
The contractor has to make his own arrangements for drawing power and water from that
point as per his requirement.

Tenders once submitted will remain with the Centre and will never be returned to the
bidders.

Corrections in the Tender: All figures shall be clearly and legibly written in the tender and
with the same pen and ink. Erasing and overwriting is not allowed.



32. Tender submission by a firm: In the event of tender being submitted by a firm or company
(i.e. not by an individual), it must be signed by an authorized signatory.

32. All Rates to be filled: Bidder shall fill rates of all the items and no item should be left
blank. Failure to fill rates of some items may lead to rejection of tender and it will be
assumed that contractor is not interested to do these works.

33. Termination of Contract : The Director, [IUAC reserve the right to terminate the contract
on account of poor workmen ship, failure to start the work within 30 days, non-
compliance of set norms/ specifications for the works, delay in progress of work, violation
of any contract provisions by the bidder. The contract can also be terminated at the request
of the bidder within 10 days from the date of LOI/ purchase order. In such case the EMD
of the bidder will be forfeited. If the contractor requests the termination of contract any time after

submission of performance bank guarantee, the Performance Bank Guarantee shall be en-cashed
along with forfeiture of EMD.

1. Scope of Work

The general scope under this contract includes supply, unloading, shifting, installation, testing &
commissioning of CCTV Surviellance system at [UAC, New Delhi on Turn-key basis. The scope
of work under this bid broadly includes the following:

1.1) Finalization of camera, NVR locations and cable routing as per requirement, preparation of
design and working drawings in consultation with IUAC Engineers.

1.2) Supply of CCTV cameras, NVR's, monitors, wires, cables, racks, power supplies, junction
boxes etc as per schedule of prices complete as per specifications from approved manufacturers.

1.3) Installation, testing & commissioning of CCTV surviellance system items including all inter
connections, wiring, earthing etc as required.

1.4) Configuration & providing all required software, drivers, inter connections, cables,
connectors etc for monitoring all NVR's & cameras including playback on IUAC's internal
network computers through LAN as required.

1.5) Training of IUAC personnel for operation of CCTV system.

1.6) Preparation of as-built drawings of installed system. Atleast three paper copies of as-built
drawings and all manuals are to be submitted by the bidder along with soft copies of all drawings
& manuuals.

1.7) In addition to above the bidder has to do all minor sundry works including supply and fixing
of assemblies, accessories, junction boxes, hardware items, foundation bolts, termination lugs for
electrical connections as required and all other sundry items which are useful and necessary for
proper assembly and efficient working of various components of the system whether or not such
details are indicated in the schedule of prices. Nothing extra shall be paid on this account. Such
works shall be deemed to have been included in the bidder's offer.

2. Technical Specifications

2.3 Network Video Recorder

The Network Video recorder shall be of All-in-one recording, dual stream, e-signature,
electronica Image stabilization, de-fog, viewing, virtual disk quota management, and management
solution for network surveillance systems of up to 16 channels, HDMI Output(1080p), RAID
6/10 controller, surveillance systems of up to 16 channels (all channels pre-licensed), 2 x HDD
(2x 6 TB) max, 2 nos e-SATA for backup, Operating Temperature -10 °C to +55 °C, NVR shall
have Video Motion Detection (VMD) facility for individual camera, sufficient video recording
capacity & complete with all licensed software & hardware as required.

2.3 Monitors

The monitors shall be LED type flat screen 217 diagnoal & 32 diagonal suitable for continous
operation. These shall be compatible to the above NVR's.

3. Guarantee/ Warrantee

The bidder/ manufacturer shall warrant the entire CCTV Surviellance System & all other
associated material to be free from faults and defects in materials and workmanship for a period
of 365 days from the date of handing over the system to [UAC.

All Original Warrantty certificates from respective manufacturer's should be sybmitted to
IUAC.

4. Testing & Certification

4.1 All original factory test certificates shall be supplied along with the supply of materials from
respective manufacturers.

4.2 All components, sub-assemblies and system test parameters shall be verified on site to ensure
they meet the specifications.

5. Safety Measures:

The bidder shall take entire responsibility for electrical safety of the installation(s) and follow all
the safety rules & regulations applicable as per Electricity Act, 2003 and CEA guidelines etc.

6. Quantities:

The quantities mentioned in Schedule of Rates are tentative. The successful bidder has to take the
measurements at site and get approval from the Engineer in-charge of required quantities before
supplying at site. In case the bidder supplies the items without above approval from Engineer
in-charge, the left out items shall not be paid and the bidder has to remove them from site.

Quantities of various tendered items can also be increased or decreased as per site requirement.
The bidder has to abide by the change in quantities as decided by [UAC without having any claim
on the rates of various items. The rates quoted by the bidder can not be altered due to any change
in ordered quantities.

7. Drawings & Manuals



Two sets of engineering/ electrical / layout drawing including installation and O&M manuals are
to be supplied. Bidders shall provide complete technical data sheets for each equipment giving
details of all the specifications etc. After completion of works the bidder has to submit two copies
of all as-built drawings and layout of cables as laid including soft copies etc as required by
engineer in-charge.

8. Comprehensive AMC of CCTV Surviellance System

The bidder has to offer comprehensive AMC of CCTV Surviellance system after the expiry of
warranty period for atleast 5 years. The payment for AMC shall be made separately as per rates
quoted in Item No-13 of Schedule of Rates. The payment for the AMC shall be made on yearly
basis in last month of each year of AMC.

The AMC services will be comprehensive in nature and will include cost of replacement &
services of all components of system like cameras, NVR's, LED monitors, power supplies
connectore, cables etc as and when required.

The service personnel shall rectify the complaints received from the IUAC on the same day. If
necessary they will be required to stay back after office hours and even on holiday too to attend to
any ermergency work. The DOWN TIME/REPAIR of the CCTV system in any case should not
exceed 02 working days or 48 hours, whichever is earlier. The problem/defects must be rectified
within the stipulated time.

The new replaced parts will became the property of the [IUAC and only faulty parts may be given
to the bidder. In case of replacement, the bidder has to supply new equipment/parts of same make
or equivalent standard as approved by Engineer In-charge.

The scope of work of AMC shall be as follows.

8.1 Preventive Maintenance:

The company Engineer/Service Person shall have to visit & carryout at least one preventive
maintenance once in a month for precautionary examination of CCTV system during the AMC
period on working days and shall do the following works:

Checking for normal working, recording & play back, cleaning of cameras, NVR's, filters and
monitors. Checking fitment of internal and external hardware and heating of the system,
Checking of input / output voltage of power supplies etc.

8.2 Breakdown Maintenance:

In case of need / problem / defects in the CCTV system the service engineer shall have to visit the
IUAC site on call basis as and when required and repair any faults & failures in EQUIPMENT
under this contract during all week days, weekends and holidays.
