2. As part of the enrolment process, the bidders will be required to choose a unique username 

and assign  a password for their accounts.  

 

3. Bidders are advised to register their valid email address and mobile numbers as part of the 

registration process. These would be used for any communication from the CPP Portal.  

 

4. Upon enrolment, the bidders will be required to register their valid Digital Signature 

Certificate (Class-II or Class-III Certificates with signing key usage) issued by any Certifying 

Authority recognized by CCA India (e.g. Sify / nCode / eMudhra / Nic etc.), with their 

profile.

2. Once the bidders have selected the tenders they are interested in, they may download the 

required documents / tender schedules.

PREPARATION OF BIDS 

 

1. Please go through the tender advertisement and the tender document carefully to understand 

the documents required to be submitted as part of the bid. Please note the number of covers in 

which the bid  documents have to be submitted, the number of documents - including the 

names and content of each of the  document that need to be submitted. Any deviations from 

these may lead to rejection of the bid.  

 

 

2. Bidder, in advance, should get ready the bid documents to be submitted as indicated in the 

tender document / schedule and generally, they can be in PDF / XLS / RAR / DWF / JPG 

formats. Bid documents may be scanned with 100 dpi with black and white option which 

helps in reducing size of the scanned document.  

 

3. To avoid the time and effort required in uploading the same set of standard documents which 

are required to be submitted as a part of every bid, a provision of uploading such standard 

documents (e.g. PAN card copy, GST Certificate etc.) has been provided to the bidders.

4.  The offers submitted by hand / Post / Fax / email shall not be considered. No correspondence 

 will  be entertained in this matter.  

 

5.  All the pages of bid being submitted must be sequentially numbered by the bidder irrespective  

 of nature and content of the documents before uploading.  

 

6.  The bidders are required to submit soft copies of their bids electronically on the CPP Portal, 
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 using valid Digital Signature Certificates. The instructions given below are meant to assist the 

 bidders in registering on the CPP Portal, prepare their bids in accordance with the 

 requirements and submitting their bids online on the CPP Portal.  

 

7.  Bidder should log into the site well in advance for bid submission so that they can upload the 

 bid in time i.e. on or before the bid submission time.

 5,00,000/- (Rupees Five Lakh) for the supply of similar kind of system to reputed 

 organizations, Govt. Department., Public sector & Autonomous bodies in India in the last 4 

 years.  

 

3. Price Bid / BOQ ( Part - B ) :  

 In this bid, the bidder is required to quote unconditional rates in the .XLS BOQ format 

provided with this tender. Quotes in INR will only be accepted. The Indigenous suppliers quoting in 

INR should quote the rates all inclusive upto IUAC and excluding GST. The BOQ file must not be 

modified.
